a win over Creighton on Saturday and some help to avoid the Thursday play-in games at the State
Farm MVC Tournament next week. Drake’s most likely scenario to avoid a Thursday game next
week includes a win over Creighton and an 0-2 or 1-1 week from Indiana State (8-8), Drake can
capture the sixth seed based on outright record or power points (explained on page 3). A tie with
the Sycamores at nine wins favors Drake based on power points, but a tie with Indiana State at
eight points favors the Sycamores based on the same formula.

[ WHERE THE LEGENDS LIVE
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RIGHT UP THERE

Drake is the only MVC school with two players in the top five on the conference’s scoring
list. Senior Kristin Turk leads all Valley performers with 19.9 points per game, while junior
Rachael Hackbarth ranks fifth at 13.9 per game.

HACKING AWAY

Junior Rachael Hackbarth is finishing the MVC regular season on a strong note. Hackbarth
has registered double-doubles in three of her last four games and equaled her season-best
scoring output (27 points) in both contests last week (at Missouri State, at Wichita State). The
junior is averaging a double-double, 17 points and 10 rebounds, over her last nine games.

KRISTIN’S LAST STAND

Senior Kristin Turk will play in her 57th and final game in her distinguished Knapp Center
career Saturday against Creighton. Turk has averaged 12.2 points per game over 56 home
contests throughout her career, including 20.3 this season.

MARCHING

The Bulldogs are 33-11 (.750) all-time in regular season March contests, dating back to
an 88-64 victory over Western lllinois during the first such game on March 2, 1984. Drake has
compiled a 10-5 regular season March record under coach Amy Stephens and is 16-7 during
the month since 2000. The Bulldogs have turned in a sub-.500 regular season March record
just three times in 25 years (1987, 1994, 2007).

NCAA RPI

Drake moved to 127 in the seventh week of the NCAA RPI list. Drake ranks behind Missouri
State (43), UNI (44), Creighton (63), lllinois State (79) Wichita State and Indiana State (122) in
the MVC.

THE BACK NINE - REVISITED

With regard to the MVC schedule, Drake typically is a slow starter and a strong finisher.
Under Amy Stephens, Drake is 35-37 (.508) during the first half of the Valley slate and 42-31
(.575) in “back nine” games. In addition, the Bulldogs registered a 55-35 (.611) first-half record
and an incredible 64-26 (.711) back nine mark during the last decade (2000-09).

This season, Drake compiled a 3-6 record during the first half of the Valley schedule and
currently boasts a 5-3 mark in second-half games. This marks the 10th time in the past 11
seasons (since 2001) that Drake has equaled or bettered its first half conference record during
the back nine. The 2009-10 season was the exception.

TRIVIAL PURSUITS

 Senior Kristin Turk has led Drake in scoring in 24 of 28 games and is the Valley scoring
leader at 19.9 points per game. Turk also leads the conference in steals at 2.6 per game.

 Turk’s scoring average ranks 14th in the nation, while her steals per game rank 38th.

 Junior Rachael Hackbarth ranks fifth in the MVC with 13.9 points per game.

» Hackbarth’s 8.1 rebounds per game rank third in the conference.

» Freshman Angela Christianson’s .889 free throw percentage ranks third in the MVC and
13th in the nation.

» The Bulldogs are 14-2 when shooting better than opponents and 0-12 when shooting worse.

 Turk’s career scoring average has jumped from 9.0 to 11.6 points per game this season.

» Rachael Hackbarth currently ranks eighth on the all-time Drake blocks list with 71 deflections.
Hackbarth needs five more to tie Lorri Bauman (1980-84) for seventh place at 76 blocks.

1,000-Point Club. Hackbarth would need to finish the season with 420 total points to reach
the milestone, an improvement of 52 from last season’s total.

In the event of a tie for any position within the
standings, ties shall be broken as follows:
A. Winner of head-to-head competition.

B. If three or more teams are tied, regular-season
competition among the tied teams shall be pooled
into a “mini round-robin”. Teams shall be ranked
according to their position in such a round-robin.

For example - Teams A, B and C have identical
conference marks, Team A is 2-0 vs. Team B and
1-1 vs. Team C for a 3-1 composite record in the
round-robin. Team B is 0-2 vs. Team A and 1-1 vs.
Team C for a 1-3 composite record. Team C is 1-1
vs. Team A and 1-1 vs. Team B. In this scenario,
Team A is the highest seed among the tied teams
because of its 3-1 record in the round-robin among
tied teams. Team C is the second-highest seed
among the tied teams because of its 2-2 composite
round-robin record. Team B is the third seed
because it finished 1-3 among the three tied teams.

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BULLDOGS START 2010-11 SEASON WITH
71-54 VICTORY OVER UMKC

Drake opened its season with a win for the first
time since 2008, downing UMKC, 71-54, in a game
that served as the season-opener for both teams.

Senior Kristin Turk scored a game-high 20 points
despite totaling just five in the first half after falling
into foul trouble. Turk finished the game 8-o0f-11 from
the field, including 2-of-4 from three-point range.

Turk led four Bulldog players in double figures,
including junior Rachael Hackbarth who topped the
scoresheet after Turk with 17 points.

BULLDOGS RUN PAST NORTH DAKOTA, 76-51,
FOR FOURTH-STRAIGHT WIN

Drake earned a 76-51 victory over North Dakota
on Dec. 4 despite a less-than-desirable travel
schedule and an early start time. The win was
Drake’s fourth-straight and moved the Bulldogs to
a Missouri Valley Conference-best 5-2 on the young
season.

Senior Kristin Turk led Drake with 21-points, six
assists and three steals in her fourth-straight and
fifth-overall game with 20 or more points. She has
led Drake in scoring during all seven contests so far
this season.

Turk was joined in double figures by junior
Amber Wollschlager, who tallied 15 points in front
of a sizeable party that made the three-hour-plus
trip north from her home town of Milbank, S.D.
Freshman Angela Christianson totaled a career-
high 17 points while Rachael Hackbarth rounded
out the group with 10.

Drake placed at least eight players in the scoring
column for the fourth-straight contest and every
active player scored for the Bulldogs for the second-
straight game.

Freshman Morgan Reid totaled five points and
grabbed a career-high 13 rebounds to lead all
participants. Reid added two steals and two assists
off the bench.

The Bulldogs made a season-best 10-of-18
three-pointers, powered by three each by Turk,
Wollschlager and Christianson.

The Bulldogs held North Dakota without a field
goal for the first four minutes, grabbing an 11-2
lead behind six points from Hackbarth and five
from Christianson. Drake extended its lead to 44-
25 at halftime care of 15 and 12 points from Turk
and Wollschlager, respectively, and a six-minute
scoreless streak by North Dakota between the
13:42 and 7:33 marks.

BULLDOGS FALL, 60-49, TO WISCONSIN

Drake University dropped a 60-49 contest to
Wisconsin, Dec. 9 in former Drake head coach Lisa
Stone’s first return trip to the Knapp Center.

The loss snapped a four-game win streak for
Drake, moving its record to 5-3 overall. Wisconsin
broke a seven-game winless streak and moved to
3-7.

Drake went scoreless during the last five minutes
of the first half, missing its last three shots and
logging six turnovers, including four straight. The
visitors turned a one-point, 20-19, lead into a 30-19
halftime advantage over that stretch.

The Bulldogs endured seven total minutes without
a field goal, stretching into the second half, and
watched Wisconsin extend its lead to as many as
15 (34-19) early in the second half.

Senior Kristin Turk sparked a Drake rebirth with
four minutes gone in the second half, making three-
pointers on three-straight possessions to bring the
Bulldogs within six, 39-33. That was as close as
Drake would get.

Turk was held under 20 points for the first time in
four games, finishing with 19 to lead the Bulldogs.
Juniors Amber Wollschlager and Rachael Hackbarth
tallied nine and eight points, respectively. Hackbarth
added six rebounds, bested only by freshman
Morgan Reid’s seven for the team lead. Freshman
Angela Christianson tallied eight points.

Drake held the Badgers without a field goal for the
first five minutes of the contest, taking an 8-3 lead
behind four points from Wollschlager. Wisconsin
rebounded behind its own 8-3 run, powered by
seniors Lin Zastrow and Alyssa Karel, to knot the
game at 11 with 13 minutes remaining in the half.

LAST SECOND LAY-IN LIFTS TENNESSEE
TECH PAST DRAKE, 56-55

A buzzer-beating rebound and put-back by
Tennessee Tech’s Brittany Darling lifted the visiting
Golden Eagles over Drake, 56-55, on Saturday
afternoon (Dec. 11) at the Knapp Center.

Drake dropped its second consecutive decision
to fall to 5-4 on the season, while Tennessee Tech
improved to 6-2 with the comeback victory.

Darling’s game-winning lay-in as time expired
capped a 16-4 run by the Golden Eagles, who
trailed Drake 51-40 with just under six minutes to
play. Though Drake’s Angela Christianson briefly
stopped a 10-1 Tech run with a 3-pointer at the 2:09
mark to make it 55-50 in the Bulldogs’ favor, the
Golden Eagles scored the game’s final six points to
steal the win.

Drake went without a field goal for nearly six
minutes in the second half before a Rachael
Hackbarth layup ended the stretch at the 8:28 mark.
The Bulldogs held the Golden Eagles without a
basket for 8:43 during the same stretch.

It was a frustrating day from the field for both
teams, with each side converting on just 33 percent
of its attempts (Tennessee Tech: 21-of-64, Drake:
19-0f-57). In fact, the Bulldogs shot better from
3-point land (7-of-16 for 43.8 percent) than they did
from inside the arc (12-of-41 for 29.2 percent).
Darling’s clutch play gave the junior a team and
career-high 13 points and 10 rebounds. Three
other Golden Eagles scored in double figures, with
Tacarra Hayes just missing a double-double after
notching 12 points and nine boards.

The Bulldogs were led by senior Kristin Turk’s 18
points, eight rebounds, five assists, three steals and
two blocks. Though she shot just 7-of-21 from the
field, Turk hit a season-high four three-pointers in
nine attempts. Hackbarth added 12 points for Drake,
while freshman Morgan Reid collected a team-high

compared to Drake’s 5-of-8 night from the stripe.
The Bulldogs made up for the free throw differential
with 18 points off of turnovers, compared to just six
for the Hawkeyes. Drake committed a season-low
eight turnovers.

A breakaway layup by Christianson with 20
seconds left in the first half brought the 2,665 people
in attendance to their feet and gave Drake its largest
lead of the game, 39-32. A single free throw from
lowa’s Alexander cut the Bulldog advantage to 39-
33 at halftime.

Hackbarth’s 14 first-half points tied the best
opening-half offensive output of her career. The
junior previously scored 14 points in the first half at
home against lllinois State on March 6, 2010.

TURK POWERS DRAKE PAST AIR FORCE,
77-61

Senior Kristin Turk’s big night powered Drake
to a 77-61 victory over Air Force in its final non-
conference tuneup, Wednesday at the Knapp
Center. The win snapped a three-game losing streak
for the Bulldogs, who ended their non-conference
schedule with a 6-5 record.

With her first basket of the game, a low jumper
at the 18:20 mark of the first half, Turk scored her
1,000th-career point and became the 21st member
of Drake’s exclusive 1,000-Point Club.

Turk finished the contest with a game-high 23
points on 10-of-15 shooting and added a career-
high seven assists. The senior also tallied five steals
and three rebounds in her 31 minutes on the floor.

Junior Rachael Hackbarth endured a slow first half
to follow Turk on the scoresheet with 12 points, all in
the second half. Hackbarth added five rebounds in
the winning effort.

The Bulldogs shot a season-high 58.5 percent
(31-0f-53) from the floor, including 63 percent (17-
of-27) in the second half, and 44.4 percent (4-of-9)
from three-point range.

Drake earned an 18-4 advantage over the game’s
opening eight minutes behind seven points from
Turk and four from freshman Angela Christianson.
The Falcons cut the Bulldog lead to single digits with
a quick, 6-0, run after the second media timeout, but
Drake replenished its lead with jumpers from Kayla
Person, Morgan Reid and Ellie Ritscher and entered
the locker room on top, 34-19.

DRAKE FALLS, 58-51, TO CREIGHTON IN MVC
OPENER

Drake dropped a 58-51 Missouri Valley
Conference decision to Creighton, Friday (Dec. 31)
in the conference opener for both teams.

Creighton led by three, 52-49, after a Kristin Turk
three halved the lead and triggered the game’s final
media timeout at the 2:21 mark. The Bluejays ended
the game on a 6-2 run behind four free throws and
a layup from the reigning MVC Player of the Week
Kelsey Woodard.

Turk was held scoreless throughout the first half
before banking in a 45-foot buzzer beater to give
Drake its first lead, 23-22, at half. The senior opened
the second half with a three-pointer to power Drake
through a 7-2 run to start the half and give the
Bulldogs their largest lead of the game at 30-24. The
Bulldogs followed a 6-for-22 start from the floor with
a 7-of-14 (.500) effort to sharpen their advantage.

Turk and Rachael Hackbarth led Drake with 11
points each. Hackbarth, who didn’t score in the
second half until the 5:48 mark after leading all
scorers with nine points at halftime, tallied nine
rebounds.

42. Freshmen Morgan Reid and Angela Christianson
totaled 10 points each.

Drake held its own in the second half despite a
15-8 deficit in the fouls column and a 21-12 overall
difference in fouls. Creighton went 17-0f-23 from the
line, including 15-20 in the second half, compared to
Drake’s 7-of-7 effort from the stripe.

DEFENSE LEADS DRAKE PAST
SOUTHERN ILLINOIS, 70-57

A stellar defensive effort and a career night from
junior forward Rachael Hackbarth powered Drake
to a 70-57 Missouri Valley Conference victory over
Southern lllinois Jan. 6 at SIU Arena. Drake improved
to 7-6 overall and 1-1 in the MVC. Southern lllinois
fell to 2-12 and 0-3 in the Valley.

The Bulldog defense was relentless, forcing
Southern lllinois into low-percentage shots as the
shot clock ticked into single digits. Hackbarth helped
carry Drake at both ends, registering her second
double-double of the season with 18 points and a
career-high 18 rebounds.

Senior Kristin Turk registered 21 points on 8-of-
15 shooting. The Bulldogs improved to 7-0 when
Turk scores 20 or more, compared to 0-6 when she
does not.

Six-straight second half points by Turk helped
Drake extend its lead from 49-46 at the 9:33 mark
to 55-46 with 6:50 remaining. Back-to-back threes
by Southern lllinois’ Teri Oliver, who had been held
scoreless for the game’s first 34 minutes, cut Drake’s
lead to 57-52 as the clock hit 5:21.

The Drake defense held Southern lllinois
scoreless during the next five minutes, going on
an 8-0 run to solidify its lead and earn the victory.
The Salukis tallied five points during the final 30
seconds, again behind Oliver, but dropped its third
MVC contest of the season.

The Bulldogs outrebounded the Salukis 48-31
and tallied 13 more points from the free throw line.
All active players played at least nine minutes, with
freshman Alyssa Marschner, junior Alex Montgomery
and senior Ellie Ritscher playing 14, 21 and 10
minutes, respectively.

Following Angela Christianson’s first missed free
throw since Nov. 27, Southern lllinois led Drake, 25-
22, at the six minute mark of the first half. Hackbarth
and Turk led the Bulldogs on an 8-0 run over the
next two minutes to earn a 30-25 advantage at the
3:58 mark. Drake and Southern lllinois entered the
locker room with score tied, 34-34; a first for the
Bulldogs this season.

TURK CARRIES DRAKE TO 69-62 OVERTIME
VICTORY AT EVANSVILLE

Senior Kristin Turk’s career-high 41 points carried
the Drake University women'’s basketball team to
a 69-62 overtime victory over Evansville Sunday
afternoon (Jan. 9) at Roberts Stadium.

Turk’s total, which included nine of Drake’s 13
points in the overtime period, doubles as the highest
scoring output by any Missouri Valley Conference
performer this season.

Turk finished the game shooting 15-0f-20 from
the floor and 7-of-9 from the free throw line and
accounted for nearly 60 percent of Drake’s offensive
output. Junior Rachael Hackbarth grabbed 12
rebounds and a career-high six steals and, along
with  Junior Amber Wollschlager was Drake’s
second-highest scorer with seven points.

Turk drove from the right wing for a layup and
a two-point Bulldog lead, 56-54 with 18 seconds
left; prompting Evansville to call timeout. Following
the stoppage, Blair drove through the lane for a
game-tying layup with nine seconds remaining.
The Bulldogs turned the ball over on the ensuing
inbound, setting up Evansville with the final shot of
the second half. A miss prompted overtime.

The teams traded buckets to open the extra period,
leading to a two-point, 60-58, Evansville lead with just
under three minutes to play. The Bulldogs finished
the game with an 11-2 run behind seven points from
Turk, two from freshman Angela Christianson and a
pair of free throws by Wollschlager.

Drake fell into foul trouble early in the second half,
allowing Evansville to reach the bonus less than
seven minutes into the frame. The combination of
Drake’s foul trouble and Evansville’s occasional full-
court press erased the Bulldogs’ 27-19 halftime lead
and helped the Aces tie the game with eight minutes
remaining.

Turk scored 21 points from that moment until the
end of the game, making eight different baskets that
either tied the game or gave Drake a lead.

BULLDOGS DOWN BRADLEY, 68-64

A halftime blowout turned into a tense, down to
the wire battle Thursday (Jan. 13) at the Knapp
Center with Drake earning a 68-64 Missouri Valley
Conference victory over Bradley. Drake improved to
9-6 overall and 3-1 in the Valley.

Freshman Angela Christianson led Drake with 14
points, including a pair of clutch free throws with five
seconds remaining that iced the contest.

After sophomore Kayla Person missed her
second free throw with 10 seconds left and with
Drake clinging to a slim 66-64 lead, Christianson
grabbed the offensive rebound and was fouled by
Bradley’s Olivia Allen. After Christianson made the
ensuing free throws, Bradley made a desperation
fast break, but senior Kristin Turk stole a pass and
tossed the ball skyward as she fell out of bounds,
depleting the clock and ensuring the Drake victory.

Drake used a 24-8 run over the final 11 minutes
of the first half to build a 40-22 halftime lead, but
Bradley answered by outscoring the Bulldogs 22-12
during the first 11 minutes of the second half. The
run cut Drake’s lead to a more manageable 52-44
advantage by the 8:45 mark of the second half.

The Bulldogs won their first game of the season
without Turk topping the 20-point mark. The senior
finished with 11 points on 4-of-9 shooting while
adding four assists and four steals.

Drake earned its victory on the strength of the
supporting cast. Freshman Morgan Reid totaled nine
points and seven boards, junior Alex Montgomery
tied a season high with six points and Person added
six points and three steals.

Junior Rachael Hackbarth tallied 12 points and 10
rebounds for her third double-double of the season
and fifth of her career. Hackbarth fouled out of the
game with three minutes to go.

Sophomore Katie Yohn led the visitors with
23 points while senior Raisa Taylor tallied 19.
The combination of Yohn, Taylor and Latasha
Hollingshed totaled 55 of Bradley’s 64 points

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DRAKE FALLS TO SURE-SHOOTING UNI, 89-51

Drake fell, 89-51, to UNI Jan. 15, snapping a
three-game winning streak. The Bulldogs fell to
9-7 overall, including 3-2 in the Missouri Valley
Conference.

The loss served as Drake’s most lopsided defeat
of the season. The Bulldog defense, strong for the
previous three contests, allowed the Panthers to
shoot 67.3 percent from the floor, including 77.3
percent in the second half.

UNI began the game with an 11-2 run over the
opening four minutes of the first half and held the
pressure to a 26-11 lead by the 9:45 mark. A three
by Freshman Alyssa Marschner kicked off a Drake
rally that cut the deficit to as few as six, 29-23, by
the five minute mark. The Panthers rebounded with
a 10-0 run to close the half and enter the locker
room with a 41-23 advantage.

UNI orchestrated an 18-0 run during the game’s
final five minutes. Freshman Angela Christianson hit
a layup with seven seconds remaining to break the
run and bring the score to its final tally.

Senior Kristin Turk led all scorers with 18 points.
Junior Rachael Hackbarth added 10 points and four
rebounds.

Five players scored in double figures for UNI, led
by Jaqui Kalin’s 17. Senior Erin Brocka totaled 11
points, four rebounds and a team-high three steals.

The Panthers outblocked Drake by a 7-0 margin
and made eight more three pointers than did the
Bulldogs. Drake allowed just four more turnovers
than UNI, but the Panthers held a 17-point
advantage in the points off turnovers column.

DRAKE DROPS OVERTIME THRILLER, 77-74,
AT INDIANA STATE

Drake dropped a 77-74 overtime thriller to Indiana
State, Jan. 20 at Hulman Center. The Bulldogs
fell to 9-8 overall and 3-3 in the Missouri Valley
Conference.

Senior Kristin Turk scored 32 points, including
all eight of Drake’s points in the overtime period, to
lead all scorers.

Turk scored five points in a span of 35 seconds to
put Drake up three, 71-68, with 3:34 left in overtime.
An 8-3 Sycamore run followed, consisting of five
free throws and a huge Deja Mattox three-pointer
that gave Indiana State a lead it held for the final
1:28 of the game.

Twelve ties and 13 lead changes highlighted
a game that broke conventional wisdom for this
season’s Drake squad. The game was Drake’s first
loss during which it outrebounded its opponent (41-
31) and just its second defeat while shooting better
than its opponent (46.2 percent to 41.0 percent). In
addition, the Bulldogs lost with Turk scoring 20 or
more points for the first time.

Junior Rachael Hackbarth made amends for
a two-point first half by scoring 11 of Drake’s first
15 second-half points and almost single-handedly
keeping the Bulldogs afloat through the first eight
minutes of the frame. Hackbarth fouled out with a
minute left in regulation, finishing the game with 15
points.

Fouls and free throws were plentiful for both
teams. Drake outscored the Sycamores 17-11 at
the line in regulation, but Indiana State leveraged a
6-3 overtime free throw advantage to earn the three-
point win. They Sycamores shot just 6-of-12 from
the line in overtime, helping Drake hang around until
the end.

DRAKE DROPS, 60-45, MVC CONTEST AT
ILLINOIS STATE

Drake dropped a 60-45 Missouri Valley
Conference contest at lllinois State, Saturday,
dropping their sixth-straight game against the
Redbirds and 10th out of the last 11.

The Bulldogs shot a season-low 29.6 percent (16-
of-54) from the floor. Senior Kristin Turk scored a
team-high 12 points on 4-of-19 shooting.

Drake, which dropped its third-straight contest,
fell to 9-9 overall and 3-4 in the MVC. lllinois State
improved to 12-6 overall, including 4-2 in the Valley
and a perfect 9-0 at Redbird Arena.

lllinois State used an 11-0 run early in the
second half to extend a 44-28 lead with 11 minutes
remaining in the game. The Bulldogs closed the gap
to 10 points, 48-38, but the Redbirds kept up the
pressure and methodically rebuilt their lead to as
many as 17.

SHOCKERS HAND DRAKE 66-57 SETBACK

Two distinctly different halves combined to serve
Drake a 66-57 Missouri Valley Conference loss to
Wichita State Thursday (Jan. 27) evening at the
Knapp Center. The loss was Drake’s first home loss
to the Shockers since 2002 and moved the Bulldogs
to 9-10 overall and 3-5 in the MVC.

Wichita State held a double-digit lead for the
bulk of the contest, cresting at a 30-8 advantage
with 7:48 remaining in the first half. The Shockers
built their lead with a relentless full-court press and
by taking advantage of 17 first half turnovers by the
Bulldogs.

Wichita State’s first 20 points came off of
turnovers. The Bulldogs finished the half on a 9-4
run before a Shocker three-pointer put the halftime
margin at 37-17. Seven of Drake’s final nine points
of the half were scored by junior Alex Montgomery,
who finished the game with a career-high 11 points
in 14 minutes of action.

Drake’s 17 first half points went down as the
lowest home total by Drake in any half in program
history.

The Bulldogs emerged from the locker room
and promptly went more than 11 minutes without
committing a turnover, cutting the Shocker lead from
22 points to as few as eight during that time. Senior
Kristin Turk scored eight of her team-best 20 points
during the stretch.

Drake cut the lead to just four, 61-57, after a
jumper by Turk at 51-second mark. The Shockers
went on to score the next five points to end the
game.

Turk also led Drake in rebounds with eight, tying
a season-high. Junior Rachael Hackbarth totaled 10
points and seven rebounds while freshman Alyssa
Marschner totaled a career-high eight points.

MISSOURI STATE DOWNS DRAKE, 90-61

For the second-straight game, Drake combined
a pair of uneven halves to lose a Missouri Valley
Conference contest. The Bulldogs fell, 90-61, to
Missouri State in a game that closely resembled the
last contest between the two foes.

Last season, Drake led by 15 at halftime, but
ceded 56 points to the hosts to fall 87-78. Today, the
Bulldogs led by one, 36-35, at half and allowed the
Lady Bears to scored 55 second-half points, tying
for the fifth-most ever by an opponent in a single
half.

Drake, which fell to 9-11 overall and 3-5 in
the Valley, built its 36-35 halftime lead behind a
strong 20 minutes from Junior Rachael Hackbarth
Hackbarth totaled 17 points and seven boards in
the opening half, but added just four points and four
rebounds in the second half.

Missouri State opened the second half with a 12-0
run, powered by 10 points from defending MVC
Player of the Year Casey Garrison. A Stephanie
Running lay-in stopped the run, but put Drake in a
nine-point hole, 47-38, at the 16:45 mark. Missouri
State held the pressure, extending its run to 19-2 by
the 14:30 mark and building a 54-38 advantage. The
teams traded buckets for the next seven minutes
until Missouri State orchestrated a 17-3 run to build
a 31-point lead with two minutes remaining.

Garrison led everyone with 36 points, adding
seven assists and five rebounds to her total. The
Lady Bears boasted four players in double figures.

Hackbarth led Drake with 21 points and 11
rebounds — her seventh-career double-double and
fourth of the season. Senior Kristin Turk totaled 15
points. Freshman Angela Christianson added eight.

PERSON, TURK LEAD DRAKE PAST
EVANSVILLE, 63-55

A career night from sophomore Kayla Person and
28 points from Senior Kristin Turk propelled Drake
to a 63-55 Missouri Valley Conference victory over
Evansville Thursday night (Feb. 3) at the Knapp
Center. The win snapped a five-game losing streak
for the Bulldogs.

Person scored a career-high 15 points on 6-o0f-10
shooting from the point guard position. Turk added
28 points, tying the fourth-highest offensive output
of her career.

Junior Rachael Hackbarth tallied 12 points and 11
rebounds for her second-straight double-double and
fifth of the season.

The Bulldogs, taking their lead from Person, cut
their turnovers from 11 in the first half to just four in
the second.

DRAKE DOWNS SOUTHERN ILLINOIS, 67-50, IN
ANNUAL HOOPS 4 HOPE GAME

Drake earned a 67-50 Missouri Valley
Conference victory over Southern lllinois, Feb. 5 at
the Knapp Center. The Bulldogs improved to 11-11
overall and 5-6 in the MVC.

Drake, which wore pink jerseys as part of its
annual Hoops 4 Hope game, built a steep lead
with a 47-point first half, its highest since a 48-point
opening half against Central Michigan, Nov. 26,
2010.

The Bulldogs shot an even 50 percent (16-32)
from the floor in the first half.

Senior Kristin Turk led three Drake players
in double figures with 20 points. Junior Amber
Wollschlager and sophomore Kayla Person
followed Turk on the stat sheet with 11 points each.
For Person, the game was her second straight in
double figures.

Turk scored 12 of Drake’s first 14 points,
including eight straight, to help the Bulldogs build
a 14-7 lead early in the first half. A quick 10-0 run,
powered by six points from Turk, between the 17:55
and 14:48 marks of the first half gave the Bulldogs
a lead they would not lose. Another 10-0 during the
final five minutes of the first half helped keep Drake
comfortably ahead.

The win was Drake’s eighth in the past nine
contests against the Salukis. The win took place
before an announced crowd of 2,983 people, the
largest crowd of the season.

The Bulldogs’ game-worn pink jerseys were sold
at silent auction during the game, raising nearly
3,500 dollars for the Des Moines Chapter of the
America Cancer Society.

Olympic gold medalist Shawn Johnson was
in attendance and handed out pink carnations to
cancer survivors at halftime as part of the Hoops 4
Hope festivities.

SECOND HALF RALLY GIVES DRAKE 67-65
VICTORY OVER BRADLEY

A furious second-half rally powered Drake to a
thrilling 67-65 Missouri Valley Conference victory
over Bradley Feb. 10 at Renaissance Coliseum. The
win was Drake’s third-straight.

Bradley led by as many as 15 in the second half
and held a 10-point, 61-51, lead with 3:45 left in the
game. The Bulldogs rallied with a 15-1 run from 3:45
to 0:26, turning a 10-point deficit into a four-point,
66-62, lead with 26 seconds left.

Sophomore Kayla Person scored six points
during the run, including a pair of free throws at the
back end, her 15th and career-high 16th points, to
put Drake up four. Bradley sophomore Katie Yohn
went the length of the floor and drained a three with
14 ticks left, cutting Drake’s lead to 66-65.

Senior Kristin Turk hit one of two free throws to
extend the lead to two. Hanna Muegge missed her
attempt at the buzzer to close Drake’s improbable
comeback.

Person and Turk tied for the team lead with 16
points each, leading four Bulldogs in double figures.
Juniors Rachael Hackbarth and Amber Wollschlager
totaled 15 and 10 points, respectively.

The Bulldogs were beaten on the boards, 40-30,
including 13-6 on the offensive end. Drake escaped
the first half behind by just one, 27-26, despite
trailing 20-12 in the rebounds column, including 7-1
on the offensive glass. The win was Drake’s first of
the season after trailing at halftime.

Drake hung around in the opening half with
help from Person and Stephanie Running who
tallied eight and six points, respectively, to lead the
Bulldogs.

Bradley emerged from the locker room and
promptly executed a 13-5 run. The Braves outscored
Drake 20-11 during the first eight minutes of the
second half, building a double-digit lead, 47-37,
by the 12-minute mark. Bradley built its lead to its
highest point, 54-39 at the 9:27 mark, before Drake
rallied.

UNI DOWNS DRAKE, 74-55

Athree-point barrage by UNI handed Drake a 74-
55 Missouri Valley Conference defeat Feb. 12 at the
McLeod Center. The Bulldogs fell to 12-12 overall
and 6-7 in the MVC.

Drake allowed nine more threes than it sunk,
ending the game 3-of-12 from beyond the arch
compared to 12-of-24 for UNI.

The Panthers did much of their damage in the
first half, connecting on seven threes to put Drake
in a deepening hole early. With the Bulldogs behind
by just five, 11-6, at the 12:40 mark of the first half,
UNI senior Erin Brocka scored five-straight points to
double the Drake deficit. UNI extended its lead to as
many as 15 in the first half before the contest settled
to a 37-24 score at halftime.

A three by sophomore Kayla Person brought
Drake within 10 at the start of the second half, but
an 8-0 run, powered by a pair of three-pointers,
put UNI's lead at 18 with five minutes gone in the
second half.

Senior Kristin Turk scored a game-high 26 points
to lead the Drake University women’s basketball
team to a thrilling 67-58 Missouri Valley Conference
victory over lllinois State Feb. 17 at the Knapp
Center.

Turk scored 18 points in the second half,
including six in the last 43 seconds to close out the
win.

Drake used a 20-4 run that spanned both halves
to rally from a 10-point deficit and build a double-
digit lead.

lllinois State opened a 15-2 run with 13 minutes
remaining, jumping to a 23-13 lead by the 7:42
mark of the first half. Drake answered, closing the
opening half with a 14-4 run to tie the game at 27 as
the teams entered the locker rooms.

The Bulldogs scored the first six points of the
second half to earn a 33-27 lead at the 17-minute
mark of the second half. Drake held the pressure,
pushing its lead to 13 points on a pull up jumper by
Turk with 4:46 left to play.

Stingy defense and solid work from the free
throw line took it from there. Though the Redbirds
rallied to cut Drake’s lead to five with 48 seconds
remaining, Drake rebuilt its lead from the line behind
six Turk free throws.

Junior Rachael Hackbarth turned in one of her
best efforts as a Bulldog, scoring 16 points and
pulling down 17 rebounds; one shy of her career
high. Sophomore Stephanie Running finished a
perfect 4-for-4 from the floor to tie her career high
with eight points. Junior Amber Wollschlager and
sophomore Kayla Person added seven points each.

The Bulldogs improved dramatically from the
floor in the second half, shooting 51.7 percent from
the floor compared to 36.7 percent in the opening
half.

BIG SECOND HALF POWERS DRAKE PAST
INDIANA STATE, 72-67

Drake used a 22-5 second half run to down
Indiana State, 72-67, in a pivotal Missouri Valley
Conference matchup Feb. 19 at the Knapp Center.
The fifth-place Bulldogs improved to 8-7 in MVC
play, extending their lead over the Sycamores (6-8)
to a game and a half.

Drake trailed by nine, 46-37, with 13:19 left in
the contest, when a layup by senior Kristin Turk
kicked off the 22-5 run. Turk scored Drake’s next six
points and was joined on the run with seven points
from junior Rachael Hackbarth and six from Amber
Wollschlager. The stretch lasted nearly nine minutes
and gave Drake a 59-51 lead with 4:33 to play.

Hackbarth hit a pair of free throws at the 1:22
mark after Indiana State had cut the lead to four.
She pushed the lead to five with a layup after a
Brittany Schoen three brought the Sycamores within
three with 1:13 to go.

Turk took it from there, making five free throws
in the game’s final 25 seconds to lead Drake to its
eighth MVC win.

Hackbarth totaled 18 points and was a rebound
short of a double-double. Turk led all scorers with 27
points and added seven boards. Wollschlager put
up 12 points on 5-of-9 shooting.

Indiana State used Schoen’s three-point accuracy
to build a 19-11 lead during the first 10 minutes of
the opening half. Schoen was deadly from beyond
the arch, finishing the game 7-for-14 from three-
point range and leading the Sycamores with 25
points.

Drake rebounded with a 10-2 run to tie the game
at 21 with four minutes remaining in the first half.
The teams entered the locker room with Indiana
State clinging to a 29-25 lead.

DRAKE FALLS TO MISSOURI STATE, 92-82

Drake dropped an exciting 92-82 matchup Feb.
25 at Missouri State in the highest-scoring Missouri
Valley Conference game of the 2010-11 season.
The Bulldogs fell to 8-8 in the Valley and remain in
fifth place.

The teams scored a combined 174 points, besting
the previous high of 152 by Bradley and lllinois State
on New Year’s Eve.

Junior Rachael Hackbarth turned in one of her
best performances in Blue and White, leading all
scorers with 27 points and pulling down a game-
high 11 rebounds to pace Drake. The junior went

Junior Casey Garrison turned in 25 points and six
assists to pace the Lady Bears. Roberson joined her
with 25 points, finishing 5-o0f-9 from beyond the arc
and a perfect 6-0f-6 from the line.

The teams opened the game with a fast-paced,
high-scoring first half and entered the locker room
with Missouri State leading, 42-40. Hackbarth led
everyone with 17 first-half points and scored Drake’s
first eight points of the contest.

The Drake University women’s basketball team
dropped a 72-58 Missouri Valley Conference
matchup at Wichita State Feb. 27 at Charles Koch
Arena. The Shockers (8-8) moved a half-game
in front of seventh-place Drake (8-9) in the MVC
standings.

Junior Rachael Hackbarth registered her 10th
double-double of the season with 27 points and 15
rebounds. The effort was her 13th career double-
double, second-straight and third in her last four
games.
